Application Process

Purposes of the Trust

The Island School Trust has been set up as a charitable trust with the following objectives for Island School students:-

(a) 
To educate and assist students attending the school so as to develop their physical, mental and spiritual capacities so that they may grow to full maturity as individuals and members of society and that their conditions of life may be improved.

(b) To award scholarships to students of Island School tenable at any university or other educational establishment and bursaries tenable within Island School approved by the trustees.

  A Bursary will be an award made to students within the school to meet sudden financial needs and towards trips or activities that students could not otherwise afford to take.  Applications for bursaries can be as general as possible as long as they meet the purposes of the trust as stated above.
A Scholarship will be an award made to students within the school towards ONLY the first year of further education at a University or educational establishment of their choice. Applicants should be confident that they will be able to find adequate financial means to complete their intended course of studies in the absence of any financial support from  the Trust beyond the first year.
Eligibility
Applications for scholarships and bursaries are only open to parents of students currently in the school who are in financial need.

Parents applying for funds from the Island School Trust must be able to provide evidence that their child’s education or opportunities for personal growth will suffer through lack of funds.  This evidence should be sent confidentially to the Principal of Island School with the application form.  

Please note – the Board cannot meet current school fees – parents can apply directly to the ESF Centre in cases of financial hardship for fee remission.

Conditions of disbursements
One quarter of the money distributed in 2007 will go to bursaries and three quarters to scholarships which may differ in amount, according to need.  Any money given for further education will be paid directly to the university/college.

Applications

There are separate application forms for Bursaries and Scholarships.  Applications forms for both bursaries and scholarships can be downloaded from the Island School Trust website at http://istrust.island.edu.hk. This site can also be accessed from the school website.

Bursaries
Applicants may apply for bursaries throughout the year using the appropriate application form.  Applicants will usually be notified as to whether they have been successful within 2 weeks.

Scholarships
Applicants for scholarships must apply using the appropriate form.  The closing date for applications for scholarships this year will be 31st January 2008.  The Trust will only allocate up to a maximum of fifty percent of an applicant’s annual course fee for the first academic year, regardless of the level of need.  Applicants for scholarships will also be requested to provide a supporting letter from their Head of House.  

Application forms for both Bursaries and Scholarships should be sent confidentially to the Principal of Island School and marked ‘Island School Trust Application’.  

All applicants for scholarships will be notified as to whether they have been successful by the end of February 2008.  
The decision of the Trust Board in all cases will be final.
